children’s series in the 70s came back in mid-1980s to offer an animated
version of that series, called The Ghostbusters (now one word). The
series ran on CBS from 1986 through 1988. The W.H. Shaper toy compa-
ny (a Boomer-era toy-making megalith of the ‘50s, ‘60s, and ‘70s, that pro-
duced such toys as Cootie and Don’t Break the Ice) produced a fantastic
line of action figures and accessories based on the series; these toys are
excedingly hard to come by on today’s secondary market, especially pack-
aged. Suitably, the Shaper toy line leads off the guide.

The Real Ghostbusters animated series, which ran from 1986-1991
(originally on ABC) had nothing to do whatsoever with the Filmation live-
action or animated series, yet Columbia ultimately had to pay Filmation for
the rights to use the name “Ghostbusters.” The animated series was in
fact based on the 1984 live-action film of the same name, starring Dan
Aykroyd, Harold Ramis, Bill Murray, Ernie Hudson, and Annie Potts. In
fact, The Real Ghostbusters animated series was created by two of the
stars of the original 1984 live-action film, Aykroyd and Ramis, and was
developed by Columbia Pictures Television (now Sony Pictures Television),
DiC Entertainment, and Coca-Cola. The series was basically a made for
kid-TV continuation of the investigations of the “Ghostbusters Agency,” fea-
turing animated reprisals of character roles that included Dr. Peter
Venkman, Dr. Egon Spengler, Winston Zeddemore, Dr. Ray Stantz, their
-secretary Janine Melnitz, and what had become the agency’s mascot (at
least in the animated series), the gluttonous ghost from the first film,
Slimer, a character that had become very popular with children. In addition
to the animated series, two The Real Ghostbusters comic book series ran
concurrently, one monthly comic from Now Comics in the US, and a weekly
from Marvel Comics, U.K.

The Real Ghostbusters toy line was produced by Kenner from 1986 to
1990, and is the primary focus of this collector guide. However, this guide
extends to include Trendmasters’ treatment of the Extreme Ghostbusters
animated series, and the more recent Ghostbusters action figure product
from NECA’s movie-based line, featuring characters such as Gozer, Stay-
Puft Marshmallow Man, Slimer, and the two Terror Dogs..
